2011-2012 Scholarship Information
Each year, Montana FCCLA makes scholarships available for Montana students that are current or former members of affiliated FCCLA chapters.  Applicants must show exceptional scholastic promise, be leaders in community and school activities, and have an interest in the field of Family and Consumer Sciences (FCS) and/or a related area.  

Scholarship duration:  A scholarship is available for a one time award during a three year period including graduating high school senior students through second year post-secondary students.  Applications are to be submitted to the state FCCLA office by the deadline announced annually.  This year, the award may be up to $500.00.
Scholarship criteria:  Selection is made on the following basis.
· Scholastic standing (submit a transcript of high school and college credits);

· Membership and participation in an affiliated FCCLA chapter or FCCLA Alumni and Associates;

· Participation and leadership in school and community activities;

· Enrollment in Family and Consumer Sciences or a related area (with preference given to FCS Education majors) at an accredited post-secondary institution;
· Neatness of application;

· Graduate of accredited Montana high school.

Applicants must provide:

· Completed and typed application form
· Resume
· Current official transcripts of high school and college (if applicable) credits
· Documentation of affiliation in FCCLA on the state and national level for a minimum of two years while in high school
· Two letters of recommendation: one from your FCCLA Adviser and one from your College Advisor (FCS Program Supervisor or Professor), School Administrator or Community Leader

Selection: Selection of the scholarship recipient will be made by an independent committee comprised of Montana FCCLA State Representatives.  Scholarship materials are due postmarked by March 5, 2012 to: Megan A. Vincent, FCCLA State Adviser, Montana OPI, PO Box 202501, Helena, MT  59620.

Notification: Award recipients will be notified in writing by March 20, 2012. Scholarship awards will be presented at the 2012 Montana FCCLA State Leadership Conference.  (If in attendance at SLC, recipients will be honored during the opening session.)  Verification of enrollment on September 1, 2012 in an accredited FCS post-secondary program or related area must be provided to Montana FCCLA to receive the scholarship funds.  Funds will be distributed directly to the post-secondary institution after verification has been received.
