To some, Anaheim represents 
sunny skies, project presenta-
tions, and awesome amuse-
ment parks, but, to others, it 
represents the opportunity to 
take advantage of the Ulti-
mate Leadership Experience 
and run for a National Office. 
To be eligible to become a 
National Officer Candidate 
(NOC), you must complete an 
intent to run form, and then 
participate in an intense inter-
view and testing process at 
the state level. Every state is 
allowed to run up to two 
members as NOCs. This year, 
one Montana FCCLA member 
qualified, Ariana Lake from 
Ennis High School. If you qual-
ify at the state level of the 
candidature, you must submit 
additional paper work to the 
National FCCLA Headquarters, 
then prepare and study for 
the National Leadership Con-
ference. 

Last year, an amendment was 
passed that changed the vot-
ing process for the National 
Executive Council (NEC). This 
amendment eliminated the 

separation of candidates 
from running At-Large and 
Regionally. During the up-
coming elections, candi-
dates will all be competing 
against each other in the 
same category, for one of 
ten positions on the Na-
tional Executive Council 
(NEC.)  During the National 
Conference, candidates first 
must pass an extensive 50 
question exam, give a three 
minute speech, and answer 
situation questions. They 
will also participate in the 
NOC Think Tank to get to 
know each other. Following 
this is the first letter drop. 
Only 20 candidates will pro-
ceed past this point. If the 
candidate has earned the 
honor of proceeding, the 
next step is networking. 
Subsequent to this network-
ing, candidates will once 
again present their three 
minute speech, this time to 
delegation members, as well 
as have a brief questioning 
session. Last but not least is 
the Fishbowl activity. This is 

a participation activity where 
candidates take part in team 
building activities in front of 
the election voting delegates 
so the delegates may ob-
ÓÅÒÖÅ ÃÁÎÄÉÄÁÔÅÓȭ ÓÔÒÅÎÇÔÈÓ 
and weaknesses in a team 
scenario. Finally, comes the 
voting! The election voting 
delegates will vote for the 
ten candidates they believe 
will compose the strongest 
NEC.  The following day the 
candidates will either be con-
gratulated on becoming a 
member of the 2011-2012 NEC 
or be informed that they will 
not be serving on the NEC 
team.  No matter the out-
come, these phenomenal 
leaders have put in hours of 
time, effort, and energy and 
done the best they could. 
Merely taking the first step 
and running is quite an ac-
complishment and nothing to 
be ashamed of! So, why not 
take your leadership to the 
next level, and put your 
Imagination In Action by run-
ning for a National Office 
next year!

CHANGES AT SLC

changes that occurred at SLC! This year, there was a title change of a state office in order to stay 
in unison with the national level.

After 
this year, there can only be a maximum of 12 State Officers serving at one time, including the 10 
district presidents that serve as state officers along with a maximum of two At-Large Officers.
